National Bobwhite Conservation Initiative

The bobwhite quail population has declined from an
estimated 59 million birds in 1980 to about 20
million in 1999. Their habitats are disappearing due
to urbanization, increased grassland cultivation, and a
transitioning of once grassy fields into woods and
forests -- a process called succession.

— South Carolina conservation plans will be submitted to State TSP
coordinator for technical review.

— Technical specialists will review the sample plan for adequacy and
quality.

The State TSP coordinator will conduct plan reviews for TSP planner
certification renewals.

TSPs will work with the local field office (District Conservationist ) to
ensure proper environmental evaluations (NRCS-CPA-52) are
completed according to South Carolina-NRCS policy.
